Pastor Randy and our VBS team are hard at work planning this summer’s Vacation 

Bible School, Indiana Jones and the Raiders of the Empty Tomb, coming July 20–24. 

Each evening will begin with a free meal for the children at 5:30pm, followed by 

activities from 6–8pm. With original skits written by Pastor Sid Robbins and a full week 

of Bible stories, crafts, games, and science rotations, we hope to welcome 50–60 

children and help them grow in their daily walk with Jesus. 

 

Providing this experience is a joyful ministry—and also a significant one. Our largest 

expense each year is the free meal we provide for all children and volunteers. We 

also supply all craft materials, game and science supplies, and purchase décor items 

that can’t be created in‑house. Every gift helps us offer a safe, welcoming, 

Christ‑centered week for the children of our community.
